     On July 12, the Steering Committee gave a power point presentation at the 
end of all worship services pertaining to the impending work for the restora-
tion of our facility and water abatement issues.  If you were not able to attend 
then, or would like to view the presentation again, please visit the New World 
website at www.nwumc.org and select ñWhatôs Up With The Roof?ò under 
ñWhatôs Newò on the left side of the home page. 

     The presentation will give you an idea of the scope of the work to be done 
to our facility at an estimated minimum cost of $152,000.   The work is criti-
cal  and everyoneôs help is needed to secure funding.  What we do not raise, 
we will have to borrow.   

      The New World 35
th
 Birthday gifts, totaling over $27,380 to date, has been 

a tremendous showing of love and support, for which we are very grateful.  
These gifts will be applied to the restoration project, along with $40,000 ear 
marked from the gas lease signing bonus.  The proceeds from the upcoming 
garage sale have also been designated for this project. 

       The Steering Committee also introduced ñThe Power of 35ò ï a financial 
plan to make up the remaining unfunded balance - $84,000.  The plan is sim-
ple.  If our 200 giving units (family or individual) would be willing to contribute 
a suggested amount of $35 over and above their regular monthly giving, that 
would equate to $7,000 a month, $42,000 in 6 months, and $84,000 in a year!   

      The slogan ñThe Power of 35ò was decided on as a reminder of the 35 
years that New World has been in ministryéa powerful ministry that has pro-
vided a place where we gather to celebrate God through worship, prayer, 
study, music, fellowship and outreach to our neighbors, community and the 
world.  Restoring and maintaining our facility is vital to our ministry so that we 
can continue to be a belonging place, a mission base, and a sacred space for 
those we know and those we have yet to meet and serve. 

      We encourage you to prayerfully consider supporting The Power of 35  
Plan (P35) which has already started to grow.  Be sure to mark your donation 
accordingly, so as not to be combined with your regular giving.
