The end of the Easter Season is Pentecost,
which occurs seven weeks after Easter Sunday.
The amazing story of Pentecost is found in the
second chapter of Acts. The day was originally a
Jewish festival of thanksgiving that was ob-
served 50 days after Passover. The Greek ori-
gin of the word is pentecoste, which means 50"
a day. At the time of Pentecost, the disciples and
Jews from many nations were gathered in Jeru-
Ads21 salem for this festival. Thus, when Peter spoke
to the crowd (Acts 2:14), it resulted in a harvest
of new believers i the first converts to Christianity! Peter called them to be
baptized, and the Scripture tells us that about 3,000 were added to the number
of believers that day. For this reason, Pentecost is also called Whitsunday or

White Sunday because of the white robes worn by those who were baptized.
God made His presence known to the crowd at Pentecost in a spectacular
way through violent winds, tongues of fire and the outpouring of the Holy Spirit.
