He will open our eyes to 
new ways of seeing and a new kind of joy. 
   Pray with me that we will really live the Good 
News so that  others through our actions might ex-
perience His great Love. As a stranger who 
came to our garage sale said, "Just think how God 
used one item at your sale to express so much of 
His love".
