Finance Committee Report

Following is the Finance Committee report presented during
Worship services on May 2, 2010

New World United Methodist Church is a Church in Mission. In mis-
sion to our Church family, in mission to our community, and in mission
to the world.

Here are some of the things we do together as a Church. We serve
the children: in activities such
choir, pre-school, and vacation Bible school. We serve the youth in
activities such as youth choirs, youth retreats, youth Sunday school,
youth Bible study, choir tour, and summer work camps. We serve
adults with activities like adult choirs, adult Sunday school, adult Bible
study, mends groups, and | adiesbo
programs like lunch bunch and partnerships with Arlington Urban Min-
istries, Arlington Charities, Arlington Life Shelter, The Wesley Founda-
tion at UTA, Habitat for Humanity, and other special programs includ-
ing providing space for ESL classes, Fall Fest, the garage sale i just
to name a few. We serve the world through missions like Nothing But
Nets, UMCOR Disaster Relief, Missions by the United Methodist
Church, and others. Individuals from this church donate their time,
their talents, and their money to many pursuits in the mission field.

The Finance committee has asked me to make quarterly reports to
the congregation during services. | am entitling my report: Making
Cents.

Matthew 5:14-16 says:

14 You are the light of the world. A city built on a hill cannot be hidden.
15 No one after lighting a lamp puts it under the bushel basket, but on
the lampstand, and it gives light to all in the house. 16In the same
way, let your light shine before others, so that they may see your good
works and give glory to your Father in heaven. (NRSV)

At New World UMC, we have not hidden our light. It shines
brightly. Through the work of the Church and the many dedicated
church members, we have accomplished much. The Church contin-
ues to develop new outreaches and Missions to our own members,
the community, and the world.

During the last year, the church has suffered some financial set-
backs. In the first quarter of this year, our giving has not kept pace
with our budget. As of the end of March, we are $18,000 behind the
budget in our giving. Last year, in order to pay our apportionments,
we had to borrow on a letter of credit. We still owe $38,000 on that
letter of credit, in addition to the $18,000 shortfall. The economy has
not been good to many of us the last year, and it is beginning to be felt
in the giving to the church.

With your help, we can continue to keep the light of New World
bright. During the past year we have taken on the challenge of making
critical repairs to our church building. A few of those repairs are still
being done, but we are close to completion. The electric bill still needs
to be paid; the salaries of our church professionals should not be over-
looked. We continue to need supplies for the church outreach and
mission programs. Together, we can continue to meet our chal-
lenges.

How can we choose which programs that we need to stop or cut
back - and continue to do the work of the Lord? Let us continue to
consider our giving, remembering how we have been Blessed.
Summer is approaching, and although many of us will go on vacation,
the Church does not. Clients will continue to go to Arlington Urban
Ministries and Arlington Charities. Arlington Life Shelter will continue
to serve members of our community. UMCOR will continue to need
funds. Daily operations of the church continue to need to be
met. Consider continuing to make your donations while you are not
here.
