Former President Jimmy Carter wrote a
wonderful little book several years ago called,
Sources of Strength, Meditations on Scrip-
ture for a Living Faith. Carter writes fifty two
meditations in the book on some of his favorite

scriptures from Old and New Testaments. | wanted to
share some of Carter’s thoughts from one meditation
entitled, “We Underestimate Ourselves and Others”. |
found it particularly helpful and encouraging.

“Therefore, my beloved brethren whom | long to
see, my joy and crown, stand fast in the Lord...
Rejoice in the Lord always; again | say, “Rejoice”...Be
anxious for nothing, but in every thing by prayer and
supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be
made known to God. And the peace of God, which
passes all understanding, shall keep your hearts and
minds through Christ Jesus...
“1 know how to get along with humble means, and |
also know how to live in prosperity; in any and every
circumstance | have learned the secret of being filled
and going hungry, both of having abundance and suf-
fering need. | can do all things through him who
strengthens me.” Philippians 4:1, 4, 6-7, 12-13

Paul wrote these words, probably from prison in
Rome, to the small house church at Philippi to Chris-
tians who lived in turmoil in a time of rapid, often dan-
gerous change in their world. Our world is in turmoil
and in rapid and dangerous change. Paul’s faith,
here expressed, can help and guide us as it did the
early Christians at Philippi. As he sat in that dark,
dank prison cell, not knowing which day he would be
executed for his faith, he must have thought long and

hard about the fact that he had been in jail multiple
times. In his ministry, he had never preached to large
and adoring crowds or had much tangible support
from the tiny house church enclaves he had estab-
lished in largely antagonistic communities across the
Mediterranean world. He wrote a few letters, that may
or may not have been delivered, usually to a single
member of one of these churches. He rarely heard
back from them.

Five times he had suffered thirty nine lashes from
Jewish authorities. Three times he had been beaten
by the Romans. He had been stoned, shipwrecked
three times, and was often cold and hungry. He was
constantly on the move, never knowing what type of
reception he would get as he entered a new town or
territory. Sitting there in that lonely cell, he could very
well have considered his life a failure and descended
into depression and doubt.

Instead, he gives the Phillippians and us today
valuable advice about how to face our challenges.
Don’t be afraid, learn to live with whatever comes
your way. Be thankful. Rejoice in God always and
most importantly remember, “I can do all things
through Christ who strengthens me.”
