    We were reminded during Holy Week, by the act of our Lord and 
Teacher washing the feet of his disciples that as followers of Christ 
we are called to serve our neighbors.  Because we love Jesus, we 
work to make a positive difference in the lives of others.  In his book 
Five Practices of Fruitful Congregations, Robert Schnase writes ñA 
majority of the people with whom we share the world live with in-
credible uncertainty because of poverty, hunger, illness, or war.  As 
followers of Christ, we cannot live as if these things have nothing to 
do with us.ò   
     Mission, the outward service of our church in our community and 
world, is a tightly woven thread throughout the fabric of New World.  
Since January, the Mission Committee has been focusing on ways 
to support the established on-going missions at New World and on 
identifying new mission opportunities. In February New World re-
sponded to the earthquake in Haiti by donating 219 Health Kits to be 
sent to the earthquake victims.  In April we will join together with 
other United Methodist churches around the world to support the 
Change the World Event, an event in which we will support a local 
mission (Arlington Life Shelter) and the global mission to end ma-
laria.     
    As the Mission Committee continues to identify mission opportuni-
ties for 2010, we would love to hear your ideas!  The Mission Com-
mittee meeting is open to everyone and meets on the first Tuesday 
of each month (7:00 ï 8:30). In the coming weeks there will be infor-
mation about the current missions that we support and projects that 
are in-the-works.

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The Simple Prayer of a Child    
   Nothing moves me more than the simple 
prayer request of a child. As we meet in the 
prayer room and read over the prayer re-
quests, we pray over each one. Sometimes 

a request has been submitted that is obviously 
from a child. The faith of a child that God will an-
swer his or her prayer for a four legged best friend 
or for their beloved Grandparent  is so moving. 
They do not put a timetable or restrictions on their 
answer or tell God how to heal, they just believe.  
If we all had the faith of a child that God, in His 
time, would answer our prayers, we would be sur-
prised at what blessings would be  given to us. He 
does not need instructions about what is best for us 
or even what we want. He already knows all of that 
and will give according to what He thinks we need.  
I have had things happen in my life that made me 
question God. I just knew that outcome couldnôt 
possibly be for the best. Years later I  look back 
and wonder, ñwhat was I thinking?ò If God had an-
swered the prayer I was praying, I would still be in 
an awful place in my life. It has been said, ñbe care-

ful what you pray forò and I try to remember that 
now. 
   You may not be aware that prayer requests that 
are marked ñconfidentialò are kept in a special 
place for only the active members of the prayer 
team to pray over. They are not sent to members of 
the prayer team on the email list. All others are 
kept in a folder on the desk in the prayer room. 
I applaud the parents that teach their children to 
pray. It is good to let them fill out a prayer card at 
church that they will know that God is in control and 
that there are those in their church family that are 
praying  for them as well. May we all have the faith 
of a child as we go to God in prayer whether it is a 
confidential request or a spoken request.  May God 
be with you in this Easter Season.
