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Since its inception, those who contribute to
this column have shared some wondrous arti-
cles on prayer.

The most
common reason was the inability to focus on prayer without
the mind wandering. Another leading response was that
their fAon the good prayers
prayer. Others doubted that God could really help them.
Some felt hypocritical because the only time they pray is
when they have a problem. Last, falling asleep during
prayer was a big problem. However as Renie Cash always
remarked, what better way to fall asleep!
