‘Words about Worship

Star-Child: An Advent Hymn

As we celebrate Advent this year,
we will sing a stanza of the Advent
song “Star Child” (TFWS 2095) as our
response to the candle lighting each
Sunday in the 8:15 and 10:50 services.
This beautiful contemporary hymn text
was written by Shirley Erena Murray.
Born in 1931, she lives in New Zealand
and is one of the great living English-
language hymn writers. Murray has
nine texts in The Faith We Sing, includ-
ing "Star-Child". The text of Star-Child
is related to the Matthew 2:1-12 ac-
count of the wise men sent out by
Herod to find the child born King of the
Jews, their following the star to Bethle-
hem, finding Jesus and Mary, worship-
ing Jesus, and offering their gifts. The
tune was written by Carlton Young who
edited the 1989 United Methodist Hym-
nal and also served on the faculty of
Perkins School of Theology at SMU.

The hymn’s structure is wonderfully
simple, with verses consisting of short,
mostly two-word images describing
both the world's children as well as the
coming Christ child, with a refrain ex-
pressing the hope that everyone alive
will experience the coming of Christ
this year. The first stanza reads “Star-
Child, earth-Child, go-between of God,
love Child, Christ Child, heaven's light-
ning rod, This year, this year, let the
day arrive when Christmas comes for
everyone, everyone alive!” | love the
image of the Christ Child as a lightning
rod. Jesus is God's means of entering
into our human, earthly existence,
quickly, dramatically, powerfully, as
lightning in a storm.

As we sing this thought-provoking
hymn of hope each Sunday, | pray that
you will consider how you personally
and we as the Church will help children
of all ages and walks of life experience
Christmas.
