Sunday, December 20, 5:00pm
Church wide event open to all ages!
What a joyous time of the year this is

as we celebrate the birth of our Lord
and Savior, Jesus Christ! We all have
many of our own family Christmas tra-
ditions, but it’s also fun to look at some
Christmas celebrations of other coun-
tries and learn about traditions around
the world so that we may enjoy a
sense of community with other Chris-
tians. This year at New World we will
celebrate our own version of Las Posa-
das, a wonderful Spanish Christmas
tradition which translates as “the inns”.
The Las Posadas celebration symbol-
izes the journey of Mary and Joseph as
they searched for shelter in Bethlehem
before the birth of Jesus. In Mexico
and the Philippines, Las Posadas is a
nine day celebration that begins on
December 16" and lasts through
Christmas Eve including children’s
pageants, singing, and a lively fiesta.
We will celebrate one evening with a
candlelit processional of the peregrinos
(pilgrims), singing of Christmas Carols,
a wonderful performance by New
World’s own “Signs of Grace”, and a
Chili Supper.

Our journey will begin at 5pm in the
concourse outside of Fellowship Hall.
Please come prepared to enjoy a spe-
cial time together!

The meal is free, but donations will
gladly be accepted to help defray the
costs. Also, if you would like to contrib-
ute a dessert, cookies, or other sweets,
please bring your favorite goodies to
church the morning of December 20"
and leave them in
