Recently, in The Upper Room, Martin E.

Pike, Jr. used this as the scripture in a daily devo-
tional. He told the story of a man and a truck driver
sitting at a lunch counter in a small diner. Wait-
resses and bus boys walked past them several
times without acknowledging either man at the
counter. The man commented that maybe they
were being ignored or perhaps the diner didn’t want
their business, while the truck driver answered that
perhaps they were short handed but at least the air
conditioning felt good. Finally, a waitress stopped
to say that the dish washer was down, and that the
service would be slow. The truck driver left.

Too many times | think back at a situation and
realize | was probably like the man who seemed to
be vaccinated with a negative needle. “I'm being
ignored.” “The waitress doesn’t like me.” “Why am |
the only one not getting service?” Instead, | wish |
had been more like the more positive truck driver
who realized there was some sort of problem and
enjoyed the cool air for as long as his time permit-
ted.

The devotional ends with the truck driver leaving,
but I'd like to end the story with two possible ex-
panded endings: After the man finishes his meal,
he notices that the truck driver didn’t actually leave.
Through the swinging door, the man sees the truck

driver helping out by washing a few dishes. After
the truck driver leaves, the man thinks about the
positive words the truck driver said and decides to
leave a larger than normal tip or perhaps offers to
wash a few dishes himself.

It is so easy to let words and attitudes be any-
thing but gracious. Money is tight, time is short,
energy is lagging, and emotions are high. Staying
negative seems to be so easy. The challenge is to
step back and season my thoughts with some spice
(salt) so that my words become positive and uplift-
ing. Philippians 4:4-9 says, “Finally, beloved, what-
ever is true, whatever is honorable, whatever is
just, whatever is pure, whatever is pleasing, what-
ever is commendabile, if there is any excellence
and if there is anything worthy of praise, think about
these things. Keep on doing the things that you
have learned and received and heard and seen in
me, and the God of peace will be with you.”

Martin E. Pike, Jr. ends his devotion with the fol-
lowing prayer which | have incorporated into my
own morning prayer time:

Dear God, enable me to see myself as | really am.
Make me sensitive to the trials of others, and let me
bring goodwill into life's trying moments. Amen.
