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Do You Feel Uncomfortable Ask-

ing Others For Help? 
"Ask and it will be given to you; seek and 
you will find it; knock and the door will open 

to you. For everyone who asks receives; he who 
seeks finds; and to him who knocks, the door will 
be opened." Matthew 7:7-8 NIV  
    Repeat this scripture anytime you feel uncom-
fortable about asking others for help. I pray 
for God's guidance and  direction regarding "Who, 
What and Where" when asking for help. This has 
worked for me for just about every situation. Re-
member that we all do God's work. That means 
that others are doing God's work for YOU too! 
    I've had the privilege of helping with the AUM 
fundraisers for the past five or six years. With 
God's help, I have been able to arrange getting 
the dinners for the annual fundraisers..... God has 
guided me in the direction of who, what and where 
to ask for help. I am very thankful for God's help in 
guiding me (and others) to get such wonderful res-
taurants, individuals and companies to donate eve-
rything we needed for a successful event. In addi-
tion, all the items that are sold in our silent and live 
auctions has been donated by someone (an indi-
vidual or business owner/manager) who was asked 
to help. When other volunteers tell me that 
they "just cannot ask for donations", I tell them that 
they will be surprised at how many people want to 
help, but they have to be asked. What is the worst 

thing that someone can say? No? That does not 
happen very often, especially if God is guiding 
you to who, what, and where.    
    Using AUM (or similar charities) as an exam-
ple: the circle of asking for help and receiving  help 
starts with the person who comes to AUM, they 
usually have a financial crisis and they have come 
to ask for help. God directs those that have heard 
his call to help others (the AUM staff and volun-
teers) to find a solution. The funds needed 
to remedy those individual situations comes from 
the community (individual donations, churches, 
grants, thrift store sales and fundraisers). The fund-
raiser volunteers go about asking other individuals 
and businesses to help by donating items that can 
be sold to raise funds for those persons needing a 
helping hand. I have made it sound so simple, but 
this is an example of how the circle of giving and 
receiving is completed. 
    I know that you knew this process. I just 
want to remind you that the "ask and receive" circle 
works for all situations we are faced with. If you 
have a need, don't feel uncomfortable asking for 
help. And if the answer isn't what you wanted, keep 
praying for God's guidance and direction regarding 
"Who, What and Where."
