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PRAYER OF TRUST

| believe that one of the reasons that we al-
low ourselves to become depressed, or
stressed or whatever we want to call it, is that
we don't coordinate our head knowledge with
our heart knowledge. Our intelligence and
knowledge of spiritual truths isn't allowed to per-
meate into our "whole" being. There are many examples in
the scripture that tells us what happens when we
don't. There are also some good examples of a few key
people of the scripture that tell us the results of those that
keep those two things aligned, along with the "end of life"
results. We have Moses and Job and the Apostle Paul and
others. Just for an example, one of them would be Jo-
seph. He had every reason to be discouraged in many in-
stances of his life...the jealousy of his older brothers and
his captivity, the sharing of his parents with their "favorite”
son, Benjamin, his downfall in the household of the ruler,
Potiphar, etc. The one thing that Joseph did through all
these circumstances is that he acknowledged and demon-
strated his belief and deep internalization that God is su-
preme. He never forgot that. It tempered everything that
happened to him. God loves His people. He wants the
best for those that love and accept Him. He bends over
backwards. | have always been so impressed with Mat-
thew, 5,6, and 7, where God's love is poured out in
words. Even in Matthew 10:29, it says that not even a
sparrow falls without His knowledge. He knows the hairs
on our head! This is mind-boggling!

God never loses his ultimate desire for those he loves-
the promise of eternal life. We gain strength and stability

when we keep that goal in mind. God can look down
through the ages and know what is in our future. In my
humanity, | can't. That leads me to commenting on

trust. Isaiah talks some about trust. Trust is mentioned
throughout the Bible. Authors comment on this trust. God
encourages us to trust Him and focus on reality greater
than our current problems, because God never loses con-
trol. He is loving and wants everything that is good for His
children. Paul talks in Romans about "in all things God
works for good for those that love Him". | like to add "trust"
Him! Itis like my husband, Herb, said about cancer-"l am
not afraid to die-I just dread the process". Sometimes our
"process" is self-imposed and not "God-imposed". We lose
sight of that "trust” that | spoke of. "God is our refuge and
strength”. We just need to "Be still and know that | am
God".

We are tested from time to time when we feel that life has
come crashing down upon us and we sometimes just want
to cash it all in, discouraged and depressed. But we need
to let our knowledge that God is there in the "bottom" with
us and we can trust that He will bring us out of the bottom,
in due time. ltis not the end. One author says that "If we
see God's sovereign loving care behind everything that
happens in our life, we will be able to keep our peace and
maintain quiet composure in our extremely difficult situa-
tion." Today, let us ask God to help us trust in Him.
