Chrismons  
    Have you noticed the ornaments on our 
tree in the narthex at church?  They are 
unique handmade ornaments called Chris-
mons.  They were made by members of 
New World. The name Chrismon comes 
from combining two words: Christ and 
Monogram.  These ornaments are a crea-
tive way to use ancient symbols at Christ-
mas. 

    These images or signs were used by early Christians 
as a symbol of faith.  Also, in days when it was danger-
ous to be a Christian, followers of Jesus used secret 
signs and symbols to communicate with other Chris-
tians. In those times, Christians had to worship in secret. 
Traveling Christians would find their way to centers of 
worship in distant towns by looking for the fish or anchor 
cross painted or carved in places such as underground 
passageways. Today the sign of the fish and anchor 
cross are just two of the Chrismons still visibly etched in 
the stone of the underground passageways. Over time 
more symbols have been added with meaning derived 
from the Bible or biblical ideas.

End of Year Contributions  
As we near the end of the year, please note the following regarding how your contributions may be used for tax purposes.  The gen-
eral rule is that a contribution is effective when delivered.  This means  that a check deposited in the church offering in January 2010 
cannot be deducted in 2009 even if it is backdated to 2009.  One exception: checks that are mailed and postmarked in 2009 are de-
ductible in 2009 even though not received until 2010.
