They could not believe that people who did 
not know them could be praying for them and loving 
them as Jesus does.  As a result of the prayers that were 
showered on these men, many came to accept Jesus as 
their Savior, and many seeds were planted for the future.  
Praise God! 
   Never underestimate the power of prayer! 
   We are blessed to have Imanuel Christian as our 
speaker for NDP on May 6.  I am looking forward to 
hearing words of wisdom from someone that is very fa-
miliar with the power of prayer.  See you there!
