   In my prayer time recently I have been 
thinking a lot about God’s love and what it 
means.

I re-
ceived an unsolicited gift from a good friend and 
she had very carefully chosen colors that appeal to 
me.  I felt the warmth and love of another friend as 
she gently took my hand during prayer, knowing 
that I was re-living the death of my own son and 
needed a ―touch of God's special love‖.  I could tell 
you many, many examples, but I challenge you to 
be sensitized to watching and listening for love and 
take every opportunity to ask God during your 
prayer time to help you be more  loving.
