Board of Trustees Report to the Congregation
September, 2010

Goals and Priorities for 2010

1. Complete water abatement project
Status: Begun in 2009, and completed in 2010, at a cost of $120,000. The
project was funded entirely by donations tothe i P o we r resdrve firid 0
gas lease proceeds, and 2009 income from New World’s 35th Birthday
Celebration, Fall Fest, and the Garage Sale.
2. Repair the sprinkler system and resultant water damage to the Adult
Education Wing caused by the sprinkler and water pipe freeze.
Status: Completed. The majority of the cost of this repair was covered by
insurance with exception of the $2,500 deductible.
3. Revise New World United Methodist Church “Facilities Usage Policy”
Status: Completed
4. Ensurethe i P o we r resdrve fairfld s established as a permanent
fund for the purpose of funding major property upkeep and enhancements.
Status: On-going.
5. Install electronic billboard signage.
Status: On hold pending an increase in endowment fund value. Signage
has been selected and approved at a total cost of approximately $46,000.
$20,000 in gas lease income has been designated for signage, with the
remaining cost of approximately $26,000 is to be paid from endowment
fund income.

Other Projects Planned, Completed or in Process
6. Repair Administrative Offices (walls, ceilings and floors) damaged by
water leaks.
Status: In process and scheduled for completion in September. The major-
ity of the cost of this project will be covered by insurance, with exception of
$5,800, which is comprised of the insurance deductible of $2,500, and
$3,300 for the cost of extending new carpet throughout the entire Adminis-
trative area in addition to the office (Gordon Johnson’s) covered by insur-

ance,

into attic space.

§t£‘tﬂ§: Completed at a cost of $2,740.

8. Re-grade children’s playground area to direct surface water drainage
away from the building.

Status: Project is out for bid; pending contractor selection and funding.
Total cost of project is estimated at $6,500.

9. Remove the existing A/C window units in the offices of the Youth and
Children’s Directors and fill in with masonry on exterior, replace glass pan-
els, replace drywall, tape, bed and paint.

Status: Project pending funding. Total cost of project estimated at $3,500.
10. Repair and replace Fellowship Hall entrance doors.

Status: Project pending funding. Total cost to replace & repair doors and
frames for both sets of double doors estimated at approximately $2,700.
11. Repair and repave the parking lot.

Status: Project in discussion/preliminary planning stages. This is a neces-
sary and major project. The cost will be significant.

12. Remodel the main entrance and reception area.

Status: Project is on hold indefinitely until funds are available.

The Board of Trustees would like to thank each member of the New World
family for your on-going and generous support of our church home. New
World is the basis for many missions, projects and activities benefitting not
only our members but the community at large. Your continued contributions
to the “Power of 35" reserve fund will help maintain our property and allow
us to continue and successfully grow our outreach.
