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Go Deep i With Prayer!
| have a friend who played high school foot-
ball. Although he was nowhere near the
tallest player on the team, he was the quar-
terback. He was a very good quarterback
at that. In his senior year the team made it to the
playoffs. Being shorter than many of the other
players gave him a bit of an advantage. The de-
fensive backs had a hard time seeing him behind
the taller players along the line of scrimmage. This
sometimes gave him an opportunity to scramble
around in the backfield. His height was also a dis-
advantage, however, in that he had a hard time
seeing his receivers down the field. One day |
asked him how he completed passes if he could
not see the receivers. He replied that the receivers
each had a specific pattern that they were sup-
posed to run. He knew where they were supposed
to be and how far and to where he should throw the
ball. If everything worked correctly — if the receiver
ran the proper pattern at the correct speed, if the
defense did not impede the receiver, and if the
quarterback threw the ball the proper distance —
the play would result in a completed pass. | re-

member seeing one of those passes for about a 60
-yard touchdown in the playoff game. It's pretty
impressive to think that the quarterback had to
have some blind faith, combined with his and the
receiver’s efforts, to complete the pass. In some
ways our prayers are like those long passes when
the quarterback could not see the receiver. We
have faith that God is out there, though we cannot
see Him, and send our prayer like a long pass.
The differences are that He always runs a perfect
pattern and Satan (the defense) cannot get in His
way. When we offer our prayers with faith, God will
answer them — He always completes the play. The
challenge for us is that sometimes His answer is
not how we thought the play would end. Go
ahead, though, and go deep with your prayers —
God will catch and answer them — in His way and
time.
