Making Cents  
Following is an excerpt from the report Finance Chair Cole Hardison  

presented to the congregation on Sunday, August 22:  

   Today I come before you to give a financial report.  It is bleak.  Not 
as bleak as it could be, but still not what I wish I could report.  In the 
last two months, our receipts have not kept up with our expenditures.  
All of this talk about receipts and expenditures makes us think that the 
church is a business.  We are doing God’s business.  If a business 
gets too far in debt, it must close its doors. What happens when a 
church must close its doors? 
    Look at the back of your bulletin.  Look at all the services and pro-
grams that this church offers.  There are services for youth, adults, 
families.  There are services we provide for ourselves, services we 
provide for members of our community outside these church walls, and 
services we provide to the world.  We have provided to your family, we 
have provided for the family of the people sitting across the aisle from 
you, we have provided for families on streets of this city. 
   So what happens when a church must close its doors?  What differ-
ence does that make?  God wants us to evangelize to the world.  It 
means that a church needs to open its doors to the world, and not just 
pretend that it only needs to be concerned with what happens within its 
own walls.  What child is nurtured by parents that are so self-absorbed, 
that they never leave the confines of their own room? 
   If a business must liquidate its stock when it closes, what must be 
liquidated in a church?  What is a church’s ―stock?‖  It’s people!   What 
a void that would create!   When a church asks for donations, remem-
ber, we are not asking for money to give to the Ministers.  We are ask-
ing for you to give willingly to God, and allow Him to use us, the 
church’s ―stock‖, to do those things in his name.  God wants each per-
son here to give to support the mission of this church through it’s pro-
grams. 
   No, we aren’t at the point that we are going to have to close our 
doors.  But we could be. The last two Sundays, Pastor Mike has spo-
ken about the need for donations.  By giving, you will see the church 
continuing to provide programs, continuing outreach, striving to provide 
new services while continuing to do what we have been good at.  New 
World has not repaid the loan we took out last year to pay for our ap-
portionments.  We have not been able to keep up with our apportion-
ment giving this year.  We started the year with a deficit and the deficit 
continues to grow.   
   Our program ministry is where cuts will have to be made.  Programs 
are the life-blood of service by the church.  Do not let the church wither 
for the lack of its blood supply. Remember all that God has given you.  
Remember his Son on the cross.  Give to the Lord with a glad heart.  
Let the Lord use you. 
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   With over 17 million students heading to 
campuses all across America this year, will 
you join the UTA Wesley Foundation and 
thousands across the nation in an inten-
tional time of prayer for our campuses and 

campus ministries?   
   We have an incredible opportunity to reach and 
equip a new generation of leaders for the sake of 
the Kingdom of God as they enter some of the most 
important years of their life.
