A Time for Discernment  
   Colossians 1: 9-10, "For this reason, since the 
day we heard about you, we have not stopped 
praying for you and asking God to fill you with 
the knowledge of his will through all spiritual wis-
dom and understanding.   And we pray this in 
order that you may live a life worthy of the Lord 

and may please him in every way: bearing fruit in every 
good work, growing in the knowledge of God." 
    With the pace of our culture, it's easy to forget the source 
of our strength and direction.  Richard Foster stated that 
believers need grace more than the unsaved.  I struggled 
with this idea at first, but have to agree since one cannot 
bear fruit apart from living streams of inward grace.  Ideally, 
this grace is fed by a constant communion with the Holy 
Spirit.  Most significantly, our spiritual discernment relates 
to the depth of this communion. 
    In our daily walk, we cannot learn to discern His will with-
out spending time in the Word and in meditation.  In short, 
we need to allow the Word to soak into our minds by hold-

ing key passages before us for extended periods of time - 
quick reading of the Word simply doesn't work.  Thus we 
must yield our hearts to His timing so the Spirit can fill us 
with His direction and strength.  The late A.W. Tozer 
stated, "The man who would know God must give time to 
Him.  He must count no time wasted which is spent in the 
cultivation of His acquaintance." 
    At this time, our society has more information at our dis-
posal than ever before.  However, most people lack the 
discernment and spiritual understanding necessary to lead 
their families, their churches, and even their own lives.  
Seek the face of God each morning and allow Him to fill 
you with His strength and sense of direction.  You will find a 
freedom and sense of peace like never before.
